Reading at home

Please ensure your child/ren read their reading book for at least 20 minutes each night.  We do not have the manpower or time to listen to every child in school read to us each day. Times tables/Telling the time

Could you also take every opportunity to test your child/ren on their ‘time telling’ ability, in both 12 and 24hour clock ie: be on the yard at ten to nine – this is 8.50am (12hr) or 08.50 (24hr) and school ends at half past three – this is 3.30pm (12 hr) or 15.30 (24hr).  Thank you.
